Borodin’s friends wish him ill?

Alexander Borodin was a noted chemist and professor. According to Ji
Svejda inThe Record Shelf Guide to Classical CDs and Audiocassettes

“Alexander Borodin was without question the greatest composer in history who was also a chemist.
After his dipsomaniacal, atrabilious friend Modest Mussorgsky, he was the most original of the group
of Russian composers who came to be known as ‘The Mighty Five,” and like Mussorgsky, he left
much important music unfinished at the time of his death.

“A true weekend composer, Borodin spent decades putzing around with his masterpiece, Prince Igor,
which had to be wrestled into performing shape by Rimsky-Korsakov. (Borodin never bothered to
write the Overturn down; fortunately, Rimsky’s pupil Alexander Glazunov had heard him play it so
often that he was able to reconstruct it from memory.)

“As Borodin once ruefully confessed: ‘In winter | can only compose when | am too unwell to give my
lectures. So my friends, reversing the usual custom never say to me, ‘I hope you are well,” but * | do
hope you are ill.”

The Symphony of Psalms was
commissioned for the Boston
Symphony’s fiftieth anniversary by
Serge Koussevitzky, director and
conduction, for its celebration in
December  1930. However
Koussevitzky fell ill and Richard
Burgin conducted an entirely
different  program  for the
anniversary concerts.

The world premier of the
Symphony of Psalms took place
with chorus and orchestra of the
Brussels Philharmonic Society.
